CONTACT:

BUILDING ACCESS: 
When not in use, the building is locked and a motion sensitive alarm is armed. If you would like 
to use the building during non-office hours, a staff member will arrange for someone to let you 
in, and for someone to lock up and arm the alarm when you leave. 
 
PARKING: 
We have limited space for parking. Please park on the west side of the parking lot, and leave the 
east side of the parking lot available for church members and staff. Please also pull all the way 
forward into parking spaces, to allow double-parking at all times. 
 
SECURITY: 
The church is located in an urban environment, and security is a concern. No exterior door is 
ever to be left unlocked or propped open. Please do not admit anyone that you do not recognize 
into the building. 
 
RESTROOMS: 
Restroom facilities are located on the lower level of the building. 
 
OTHER ITEMS: 
When not in use, most areas of the church are not heated or cooled to comfortable temperature. If 
needed, a staff member will arrange for heating or cooling in the space you are using. 
 



The third floor of the building is leased to a community organization. Please respect their privacy 
and do not enter that space, unless invited by a member of that organization. 
 
If you open a window, make sure it has a screen. You are welcome visitors, birds, bugs, and 
other beasties are not. 
 
Smoking is not allowed in the building.
